AiSkinausi, kas suformuoja §j patyrima. Masciau apie vaizdy sklaida, vieSg atmintj. Pastebéjau, koks i§
tiesy daznas atostoguy, kurorto motyvas filmuose — nuo siaubo trileriy iki romantiniy komedijy — vieSbuciu
ir sanatorijy fasadai, kambariai, koridoriai, restoranai, baseinai, procedury kabinetai ir t.t. Siais laikais
vaizdy gausai ir plitimui tarnauja ir socialinés platformos — nuotraukas i$ Druskininky ar BirStono
sanatorijy, net i$ apleisto ,,Lino" baseino Palangoje as$ esu maciusi daugybe karty. ,,VieSi* ir mano
paveiksly motyvai — pastebéjau juos vaik§Ciodama turistiniais takais. Galiu teigti, jog nutapiau periferinj
poilsiautojo vaizda.

Ir visgi Siuos ,,praeinamus” motyvus projekto metu praturtino jvairi literatlra ir asmeninés istorijos.
Domeéjausi, kaip per architektlrg (naujag, apleistg ar renovuojama), miesto iSplanavima, kuriamas tam
tikras pasakojimas. Nebiitinai vientisas — Druskininkuose esanti M. K. Ciurlionio sodyba puikiai dera su
veikianCiomis sovietinés architekttros sanatorijomis. Tam tikry erdviy krivis virsta prieStaringu, man
pasakojanciu apie buvusig (ar buvusias) santvarkas, tuo paciu metu apie dziugig ir neuznuodytg seneliy
ir tévy jaunyste.
